Supplementary Regulations

Pocono International Raceway

June 15 & 16, 2007
This event will be held under a Sports Car Club of America (SCCA) sanction and is subject to all rules for 

Level 1 Time Trials events.  The Chief Steward of this event will be the final authority on the application of all rules.  (Note: the applicable SCCA Time Trials Rules will be able to be downloaded, without cost, from the SCCA at www.scca.com when they have been approved for 2007).  All participants are expected to read and be familiar with the SCCA Time Trials Rules for PDX events.
Application: The entry form must be filled in completely and returned to the Registrar indicated on the entry form.  Payment in the form of a check or money order must accompany the completed entry form.  Entries will be accepted on a first come, first served basis.  Each driver must submit a separate application.  Two or more drivers per car will not be permitted without specific approval.  The organizers of this event have the right to refuse an entry at their discretion.

Withdrawals and refunds: A full refund is guaranteed to anyone who registers for the event but is not able to participate based on a decision made by SCCA.   A refund (less $25 handling fee) is guaranteed if notification of withdrawal is received by the Registrar prior to 5:00 PM on May 31, 2007.  Otherwise, no refunds will be made.

Participant Requirements:


1. 
A driver must be 18 years of age and possess a current valid driver’s license issued by

 

his/her state of residence.  Exception: if a 16 or 17 year old driver holds a current 



SCCA competition license, he/she is eligible to participate.


2.  
All participants, including drivers, workers, crew members, and guests must sign the 



SCCA “Release and Waiver of Liability, Assumption of Risk and Indemnity Agreement”


 
form at Registration.


3.  
All minors (under the age of 18) on site must present to the Registrar a fully completed 



“Minor Release and Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement” form.  Contact the 



Registrar if you need a copy or download one from the SCCA website -



http://www.scca.com/_Filelibrary/File/minorreleaseform2.pdf.


4.
A driver must properly complete the waiver signing process, present his/her medical



form to the Registrar, and present  his/her tech form and helmet to the Tech Inspectors 



for approval.  Failure to do these will result in disqualification from the event with no 



refund of the entry fee.

Car Eligibility:  


1.
Open to all street legal, currently registered hard-top cars and convertibles with factory


installed roll bar/hoop which is above the driver’s head (this change is pending SCCA 



National approval).  In addition, cars classified by the GCR as SCCA club racing classes of 


Showroom Stock, Touring, American Sedan, or Improved Touring or Solo classes of Stock, 


Street Touring, Street Prepared, or Street Modified will be allowed.  

2.  
All cars must have a passenger seat with at least a three-point seat belt, both meeting 



DOT standards as a minimum.  

Entry Limits:  An entry is considered “received” when the form has been properly completed and full payment received.  The first 100 entries will be firm entries.  Additionally, Novice entries shall be limited.  All entries received beyond that will be placed on a waiting list.  All entrants will be notified of their status.

Run Groups:  Participants will be placed in groups based on their level of “performance driving” experience as indicated on the entry form, and must run with that group.  Changes in the assigned group will be considered by and at the sole discretion of the Chief Driving Instructor.  Any driver arriving late to Registration and Tech forfeits any missed track time.

Technical Inspection:  All participants must have their pre-event Tech form completed by a licensed mechanic or SCCA licensed Scrutineer prior to the event.  Any vehicles without this form completed may be barred from the event.  A log book and annual tech sticker will be accepted for club racing vehicles.  There will be a brief Tech Inspection confirmation procedure for all cars at the event.


1.
Convertibles and Targa top automobiles must have a roll bar meeting section 18 



of the TTR or a factory installed roll bar/hoop which is above the driver’s head when


seated with the helmet in place (pending National approval).   On Convertibles with roll 


bars, convertible tops must be fully down or fully up and fastened.


2.
Sunroofs must be closed securely.


3.
Brake lights and DOT tires are required on all cars.


4.
All vehicles must have a front passenger seat where the passenger is afforded the same safety 



equipment as the driver.  This requirement may be waived only by specific permission from the 



Chief Instructor and Chief Steward prior to the event.


5.  
A restraint system meeting federal standards for the year of manufacture of the vehicle must be 



in each of the front seating positions. At a minimum, a three-point system must be in place. 


 
Competition type five-point systems are required in cars modified for racing. 


6.
Any car that is judged to be in an unsafe operating condition at any time during the event shall 



be prohibited from further participation until the deficiency is corrected.


7.  
All loose items inside and outside the car must be removed.  The passenger seat back and 



cushion must be secured.  

Garages and Paddock Space:  Garage space is somewhat limited and cooperation is requested.  The paddock is that area inside the fence (both asphalt and gravel) in the vicinity of the garages.  Speeding and reckless driving are strictly prohibited.  Only licensed drivers may operate motorized vehicles in the paddock.  Wood or other impervious material must be placed between any jacks and the asphalt.  Every effort must be made to avoid spills.  No vehicles are permitted in the area between the Pit Suites and the Cafeteria.  The organizers and track management are not responsible for damage or theft of equipment.

Services:  Water, compressed air, public telephone, restrooms, and refreshments are available in the Paddock/Garage area.  No fuel will be available at the track. 

Camping:  Infield tent and motorhome camping is permitted.  Limited space is also available in the Garage/Paddock area for motorhomes.  No water or electrical hookups are available.

Pets:  Pocono Track Management prohibits pets anywhere on the premises.  Kennels are available nearby.

Personal Safety Equipment:


1.
All participants must wear long pants, closed footwear with rubber soles, and shirts with sleeves 



while on course.  Fire resistant suits are not required, but are recommended for drivers of race-



prepared cars and optional in all cars.  Any crew members over the wall in Pit Lane must be 

similarly attired.


2.  
A helmet of Snell M-1995 or higher must be worn.  “Loaner helmets” will be available.

3.  
All drivers in open cars (with roll bars) must wear eye protection, i.e. goggles, bubble shield, or 

face shield on full face helmets.

Driver Conduct:  All drivers are expected to display patience and courtesy.  Cars must slow down when exiting the race track into the pits.  Be aware at all times of foot traffic in the Pit and Paddock areas.

Disqualifications:  Drivers are responsible for their guests, crew, and service vehicles.  Any support vehicle found speeding/racing on any public road or access road during the event will cause the participant to be disqualified.  Any guest or crew member who violates the event rules will be asked to leave and that driver might be asked to leave the event without refund.  Any driver having an unauthorized passenger in the vehicle to or from any area of the course will be disqualified.  Drivers shall only be allowed on track during their designated group or with specific authorization.  No alcoholic beverages are to be consumed prior to the end of the day’s on-track activities.  

Schedule:


Registration and Tech open at 7:00 a.m.


The schedule will include approximately two hours of track time for each participant.  Specific times for

on-track sessions will be issued at Registration on the day of the event.
